Yarrabee Dorper Sheep Stud, established in 2011, alongside the Boer Goat Stud (est. 1998), prides itself on the natural breeding of structurally sound sheep, reared under paddock conditions.
HUSBANDRY / HEALTH OF SHEEP
· Born:  25/07/20 to 21/08/20  
· Weaned:  30/11/20 
· Vaccinated: Glanvac 6 on 7/10/20 and a booster 3/11/20.
· Fed: Ad lib access to pasture in paddocks of variable terrain; and only recently fed some hay.  

Note that these sheep have not been receiving a grain ration since a little at weaning – they are genuinely pasture reared, so fit for the extensive situation.
· Treatments: Injectable Cydectin product for internal parasite prevention.
· Predator protection:  Guarded by (and therefore accustomed to) Maremma guardian dogs 24/7.

HEALTH STATUS
· Yarrabee is not, or suspected of being infected with Johne’s Disease.
REGISTRATION
· All registered sheep are registered with DSSA.   
· Transferred registration certificates will be supplied, upon finalisation of payment, and by the end of April. 

SUGGESTED FUTURE MANAGEMENT OF SHEEP
· Young Rams:  IMPORTANT!  

Allow your purchase/s to acclimatise and mate them to up to 30 ewes each.  
They may handle more, but look after them well while still growing, and they will be useful breeding sires for many years.   
· Young Ewes:   IMPORTANT!  
Manage these young females which will readily become pregnant if the opportunity arises. 

Ideally, they need to be a little older and heavier to rear twin lambs successfully.
At Yarrabee, all ewes rear their first lambs at two years of age and the majority rear twins every year.
